30 years of the MIRO Gallery in Prague

The year 1994 was not an easy period for Czech art or culture as a whole. After years of political stagnation and waiting,
there were turbulent transformations; events at home and abroad offered dramatic scenes that neither theatre stages nor
art exhibitions could match. Small galleries, abandoned by their patrons, were closing down, while new ones were timidly
emerging.

In this atmosphere of uncertainty, gallery owner Miro Smoldk arrived in Prague from Berlin, determined to bring modern
world art to the city. He began to fulfil this vision from his very first exhibitions.

An exhibition of Salvador Dali’s graphics and drawings attracted extraordinary attention. The exhibition was centred
in the spaces of the Dominican and Strahov monasteries. However, it soon became clear that the true setting for
exhibitions would be the deconsecrated Church of Saint Roch at Strahov - a church dating back to the time of Rudolf II.
Dozens of international exhibitions took place there (featuring artists such as Pablo Picasso, Andy Warhol, Frank Stella,
Sam Francis, George Rickey, Eugéne Leroy, Victor Vasarely, Francisco Goya, André Masson, Georges Braque, and many others).
It was here that the scenarios of the Trebbia Foundation were born — a ceremonial gala evening presenting the laureates of
the Trebbia International Awards for Creative Activity and for the Support of Culture and Art.

In the centre of the church stands a stone commemorating Karel Gott, the famous singer, romantic painter, and the gallery’s
first patron. Over the years, the Church of Saint Roch has become an integral part of the Strahov courtyard.

Here, the gallery held the first Czech exhibition of Otto Herbert Hajek, a Sudeten German refugee, abstract painter, and
sculptor. This promoter for national reconciliation was instrumental in establishing the O.H. Hajek exhibition in Prachatice.
Another Sudeten artist exhibiting here, Marcus Liipertz, travelled a different path in his life, rising from emigration to
the highest educational circles in Germany. And a third similarly fateful story, but much more recent, is tied to Jiti Georg
Dokoupil. In the MIRO Gallery at the Church of Saint Roch, he surprised everyone with his “New Religious Paintings”.

A few years ago, the MIRO Gallery relocated from the Church of Saint Roch to a neighbouring baroque building dating
back to 1677. A charming gallery has been established on the ground floor, culminating in a unique sculpture salon with
life-size sculptures, where the Guardian Angel by Stefan Milkov and a portrait of Salvador Dali by Josef Ndlepa dominate.

In its new, more intimate setting, the MIRO Gallery has hosted exhibitions by Ludvik Feller, Jiti Anderle, and Martin
Sdrovec, as well as recurring exhibits of graphics by Pablo Picasso, Georges Braque, and Marc Chagall.

With the Art Without Borders exhibition, celebrating the thirtieth anniversary of the MIRO Gallery in Prague, the gallery
once again opens itself to the cosmopolitan art world.

30 let Galerie MIRO v Praze

Rok 1994 nebyl snadnym udobim pro ¢eské uméni a pro kulturu vitbec. Po letech politické stagnace a vy¢kavani probihaly
bouflivé promény, déni doma i ve svété poskytovalo dramatické vyjevy, kterym se nevyrovnavaly ani divadelni scény ani
umélecké vystavy. Malé galerie opoustény zfizovateli zanikaly, nové nesméle vznikaly.

V tomto ovzdusi nejistot prichazi z Berlina do Prahy galerista Miro Smolak. Je rozhodnut pfinést do Prahy moderni
svétové uméni. JiZ prvnimi vystavami se mu predsevzeti pocalo dafit.

Mimotadnou pozornost vyvolala vystava grafik a kreseb Salvadora Daliho. Centrum vystavy bylo v prostorach
dominikanského a strahovského klastera. Ale hned se ukézalo, Ze tim pravym prostfedim pro vystavy bude odsvéceny
strahovsky kostel Svatého Rocha. Kostel z ¢astt Rudolfa I1. Zde probéhly desitky mezinarodnich vystav (naptiklad: Pablo
Picasso, Andy Warhol, Frank Stella, Sam Francis, George Rickey, Eugéne Leroy, Victor Vasarely, Francesco Goya, André
Masson, Georges Braque a mnoho dal$ich), zde se zrodily scénare Nada¢niho fondu Trebbia, slavnostniho galavedera
s pfedstavenim laureati mezinarodnich cen Trebbia za tviirc¢i ¢innost a podporu kultury a uméni.

Ve stfedu kostela byl umistén kdmen s pfipominkou Karla Gotta, znamého zpévaka, romantického malife a prvniho
mecenase galerie. V pribéhu let se stal Svaty Roch vyznamnou soudasti Strahovského nadvori.

Prvni vystavu v Ceské republice mél zde i uprchlik ze Sudet, Otto Herbert Hajek, némecky abstraktni malif a sochat.
Tento propagator narodniho usmifeni se zaslouzil o vznik expozice O.H.Hajeka v Prachaticich. Jinym Zivotnim osudem
musel projit dal$i sudetsky umélec zde vystavujici, Marcus Liipertz. Z emigranta se dostal do nejvyssich pedagogickych
kruhtt v Némecku. A tfeti podobny osud, ale mnohem mladsi, je ukryt v pribéhu Jifiho Georga Dokoupila. U Rocha
v Galerii MIRO prekvapil ,,Novymi religiéznimi obrazy*

Pred nékolika lety se Galerie MIRO prestéhovala od Sv. Rocha do sousedniho barokniho domu z roku 1677. V ptizemi
domu tak vznikla ptivabna galerie, zakoncend unikatnim sochafskym saléonkem se sochami v nadzivotni velikosti.
Dominuje zde Andél strazny od Stefana Milkova a portrét Salvadora Daliho od Josefa Nélepy.

V novych, komornéjsich prostorach jiz vystavovali Ludvik Feller, Jiti Anderle, Martin Sarovec, ale opétovné i grafiky
Pabla Picassa, Georgese Braque a Marca Chagalla.

Vystavou ,,Uméni bez hranic® se k tficatému vyrodi existence Galerie MIRO v Praze galerie opét otevira kosmopolitnimu
uméleckému svétu.

Miro Smoldk - Subtly Conspicuous

Miro Smoldk is an extraordinary maverick — a remarkable figure from the small, now submerged village of Starina near
Snina in eastern Slovakia. Thankfully, he did not drown or remain at the bottom of his hometown; he set sail and journeyed
through the world, ultimately anchoring in the grounds of the Strahov Monastery in Pragues Hradcany.

A globetrotter, Slovak, Czech, German, European with a sensitive Ruthenian soul and a big Slovak heart.

A graduate of two universities. A gentleman who tied his first tie at the age of fifteen and has worn one ever since. A man
of elegance, always well-groomed, with polished manners and a noble presence.

He tells captivating stories, neither embellishing his experiences nor tailoring them to the moment. He speaks openly and
plainly, yet so convincingly that you have no reason to doubt him. Even the famous singer Karel Gott believed him, lending
him one million Czech koruna interest-free thirty years ago — a vast sum at the time. Thanks to this support, a gallery was
established in Prague, having already operated successfully for several years in Berlin. The Prague gallery was not situated
in any ordinary space; it was housed in the Church of Saint Roch on the grounds of the Strahov Monastery, close to several
unique historical monuments.

For the first exhibition, Miroslav Smoldk brought rare paintings by Pablo Picasso, and with each subsequent exhibition,
he astonished the audience with the rare works he managed to acquire and showcase. Over the gallery’s thirty years, he
has presented dozens upon dozens of world-renowned painters, sculptors, and graphic artists, as well as leading Czech and
Slovak artists, whose works he skilfully intertwines with the finest creations emerging from Europe and beyond.

Miro Smoldk is a gallerist with a unique perspective and approach. He is not merely a mediator of artworks but a sensitive
cultural curator who perceives the artist through the lens of their soul. He empathises with the creators’ struggles, for most
artworks are born from uncertainty and longing; few are extraordinary from the very beginning.

He has taken under his curatorship numerous well-known and lesser-known artists, providing them not only with a space
to exhibit but also with the proverbial wings, freedom, and a fresh perspective.

Three years ago, MIRO Gallery moved a few steps (exactly nine paces) away, into different historical premises. Here,
an even more welcoming, intimate, almost family-like gallery with a unique atmosphere emerged.

The house where the gallery now resides was built in 1677 by the renowned Italian architect and builder Giovanni Domenico
Orsi, the designer of many treasured buildings in Prague, including the Kolowrat Palace and the Theological Hall of
the Strahov Library. If Orsi were to visit the MIRO Gallery today, he would surely marvel at how cosy the spaces have
become, preserving all the original elements of his design. Surprised, too, would be the theatre director Otto Haas and
the actress Katetina Machdckovd, who lived in the building in the mid-20th century. Few knew of these beautiful spaces
until Miro Smoldk came along, revealing them, instilling a unique atmosphere, and giving them a new dimension. Today,
experts and passersby alike admire the top-tier artworks, masterfully arranged and illuminated in the gallery.

The gallery is as unique as its ownet. Renaissance yet modern. In this same spirit, the Trebbia International Award was
founded, presented annually to distinguished personalities from around the world. Over twenty-three years, the jury has
nominated one hundred thirty-three individuals from thirty-four countries, who selflessly create and support art and
culture. This achievement owes much to its founder, the subtly conspicuous Miro Smoldk.

Nenapadné napadny Miro Smolak

Miro Smolak je zvlastni samorost. Obdivuhodny samorost z malé zatopené vesnic¢ky Starina nedaleko Sniny na
vychodnim Slovensku. Chvélabohu, neutopil se, ani neziistal na dné rodné vesnice. Vyplul a plaval svétem, aby nakonec
zakotvil v aredlu Strahovského kléstera v Praze na Hrad¢anech.

Svétobéznik, Slovék, Cech, Némec, Evropan s citlivou rusinskou dusi a $irokym slovenskym srdcem.

Absolvent dvou vysokych $kol. Gentleman, ktery si poprvé uvazal kravatu jako patndctilety. Od té doby ji nosi neustile.
Elegan, vzdy upraveny s uhlazenymi zptsoby a noblesnim vystupovanim.

Poutavé vypravi, prozité nepfibarvuje, ani neprizptisobuje situaci. Hovofi oteviené a prosté, pfitom tak presvédcive,
ze nemate dtivod mu nevérit. Uvéfil mu i znamy zpévak Karel Gott, kdyz mu pred tficeti lety beztro¢né puj¢il milion
korun, coz byly v té dobé obrovské penize. Diky této pomoci vznikla v Praze galerie, ktera jiz pfed tim nékolik let
uspésné fungovala v Berliné. Prazskd galerie neméla sidlo v ledajakém prostoru, ale pfimo v kostele sv. Rocha v aredlu
Strahovského kldstera, v tésné blizkosti unikatnich historickych pamatek.

Miroslav Smolak hned na prvni vystavu privezl vzicné obrazy Pabla Picassa a kazdou dal3i vystavou udivoval, jak
vzacna dila se mu podarilo ziskat a vystavovat. Za tficet let trvani galerie prezentoval desitky a desitky svétovych malifa,
sochatu, grafiki. Ale i $pickové ceské a slovenské umeélce, jejichz dila s umem propojuje s tim nejlep$im, co vznika
v Evropé a ve svété.

Miro Smolak je galerista svérazného vidéni a postupt. Neni pouze zprosttedkovatelem uméleckych dél, nybrz senzitivni
kulturolog, ktery dokdze vnimat autora priizorem jeho duse. Ale i pfes netispéchy ¢i stradani tviirct, protoze vétsina
uméleckych dél se rodi v nejistoté a stesku, vzdyt malo vytvori je hned od pocatku vyjimec¢nych.

Pod svoji kuratelu ptichylil nejednoho znamého ¢i méné znamého umeélce. Poskytl mu nejenom prostor k vystavovani,
ale dal i kridla, rozlet, novy pohled a minéni.

Galerie Miro se pred tfemi lety presunula o par metra (pfesné o devét kroki) dal, do jinych historickych prostor. Tam
vznikla je$té milejsi, bezprosttednéjsi, pfimo rodinna galerie s neopakovatelnou atmosférou.

Dtim, kde v soucasnosti galerie sidli, postavil v roce 1677 znamy italsky architekt a stavitel Giovani Domenico Orsi,
autor mnoha vzacnych staveb v Praze, naptiklad Kolowratského palace ¢i Teologického salu Strahovské knihovny. Pokud
by dnes architekt zavital do Galerie MIRO, jisté by nevéfil vlastnim oc¢im, jaké utulné prostory vznikly, pricemz bylo
zachovano v§e pivodni z jeho navrhi. Pfekvapeni by byli i divadelni rezisér Otto Haas a herecka Katefina Machackova,
kteti v domé bydleli v poloviné dvacétého stoleti. O krasnych prostorech jenom malokdo do té doby védél. Musel piijit
Miro Smoldk, aby je odtajnil, vdechl jim zvlastni fluidum a dal novou dimenzi. Také v souc¢asné dobé v galerii obdivuji
odbornici a kolemjdouci navstévnici $pickova vytvarna dila, mistrovsky nainstalovand a nasvicena.

Galerie je podobné svéraznd jako jeji majitel. Renesanéni, avsak pritom moderni. V témze duchu vznikla i Mezinarodni
cena Trebbia, kterou kazdoro¢né prebiraji vyznamné osobnosti z celého svéta. Za tfiadvacet let existence porota
navrhla ocenit sto tficet tfi osobnosti z tficeti ¢tyf zemi svéta, které tvori a nezitné podporuji uméni a kulturu. Na této
skute¢nosti ma rovnéz velky podil jeji zakladatel, nendpadné napadny Miro Smolak.
